If you do not have access to the internet because of damage or overload to the local infrastructure, you 
can also contact People Operations at 866.307.1477. They will provide assistance with resources such 
as Natural Disaster leave, the Employee Assistance Fund, and more. 
 
Employee Assistance Program 
The EAP provides confidential consultations, information and resources, connections to community 
agencies and support organizations, and referrals to in-person or virtual counseling. The EAP is 
available to all Maximus employees and people in their households.
